FOR SUMMER FUN DAY CAMP 

PROGRAM PARTICIPANTS  
 
As a 2010 Summer Fun Day Camp participant, you have the 
 
��� �  Right to participate in playground program activities 
 
��� �  Right to participate at a level that is equal to your developmental 

level 
 
��� �  Right to have caring adult leadership 

��� �  Right to participate in a safe and healthy environment 

��� �  Right to play as a child -not an adult 

��� �  Right to an equal opportunity to strive for success 

��� �  Right to be treated with dignity and respect by all involved and give 
dignity and respect to all involved 

 
��� �  RIGHT TO "HAVE FUN" IN THE SUMMER FUN DAY CAMP 

PROGRAM!!!!!!!!! 
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SUMMER FUN DAY CAMP 
PARTICIPANT RULES  

 
1. Participants must remain at the playground/camp site, which would 

include anywhere the camp goes to, unless written parental permission 
has been given or the child is participating in a scheduled supervised 
outing (automatic dismissal if abused). 

 

2. Fighting (hitting, biting, etc.) or use of profanity, racial or ethnic slurs 
will not be tolerated. 

 

3. Stealing is never acceptable. 

4. Respect will always be shown towards the environment (trees, play 
equipment, etc.), day camp participants and staff. 

 

5. Gang gestures, slogans or dress are never acceptable. 
 

6. The Summer Fun Day Camp Program equipment and supplies are 
available for everyone to enjoy - care should always be shown when they 
are being used!! 

 

7. All participants will exhibit acceptable behavior when riding buses and at 
field trip sites. 

 

8. On field trips, participants must always remain with their assigned group 
and staff person. 

 

9. When at the pool -no pushing, dunking, or rough housing. 
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DISCIPLINE  
 

At all times, restraint and good judgment will be exercised when a 
participant requires discipline.  Our procedure in disciplining 
negative behavior is as follows: 

 
 

�  If a child displays negative behavior a verbal redirection/warning 
will be given by the counselor. 

 
 If the negative behavior continues a natural consequence will follow. 

In some cases sitting out of an activity may occur.  In this case, the 
child will be supervised while sitting out and the time will be limited.  

 
��� �  Thirdly the parents will be notified and a conference will be made to 

discuss the steps to be taken to correct the problem.   
 
��� �  If the negative behavior continues they may be dismissed from the 

Day Camp Program and a refund WILL NOT be issued.  
 
We understand each child is different so we reserve the right to bypass 
one or more steps in this process if a situation warrants.  We will keep the 
parent informed of their child’s behavior if there is a pattern of negative 
behavior.  

A discipline log is kept and discipline forms  
are given to parents (when applicable). 
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GENERAL CAMP INFORMATION  
 

Days and Hours 
The 2010 St. Charles Summer Fun Day Camp program begins Monday, 
June 7 and continues through Friday, August 6.  Camp hours will be 
Monday through Friday, 9 am - 3 pm.  A Sunrise and Sunset Camp will 
always be available from 6:30 am-9 am and 3 pm - 6:00 pm.  There will 
be NO CAMP on Monday, July 5, in observation of Independence Day. 
 

The Summer Fun Day Camp will not be responsible for participants who 
arrive prior to 9 am or remain after 3 pm (except for children enrolled in 
Sunrise/Sunset Camps). 
 

Our camp is a rainy day camp, meaning we do not close our doors if 
threatening weather approaches. 
 

Camper/Counselor Ratios 
During Summer Fun Day Camp (9 am - 3 pm) we use a 1:10 ratio which 
is also supplemented with CIT’s (counselors in training). During the 
Sunrise/Sunset camps we do have a higher ratio, approximately 1:25 
because the children are in a more controlled environment. 
 

Camp Attire  
CAMP SHIRTS MUST BE WORN DAILY.  
This is to ensure your child’s safety.  Additional shirts may be purchased 
for $5.00. It is also important that your child be dressed appropriately for 
camp on a daily basis.  They should wear comfortable clothing, socks and 
TENNIS SHOES.  Flip flops, sandals, and crocs are not allowed.  The 
campers should wear shoes that are safe to run, play, climb and be active 
in. You should apply sunscreen to your child in the morning before camp 
and the counselors will help them reapply later, if needed. The counselors 
will do their best to keep the campers protected from the sun but we will 
need your cooperation by sending sunscreen and possibly a hat. 
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Personal Belongings 
 

CAMPERS ARE RESPONSIBLE FOR THEIR OWN 
PERSONAL BELONGINGS!!!  The City is not responsible for 
any child's personal possessions which are lost or stolen. 
 

�  All articles brought to camp should be marked with the child's name. 
�  Bikes brought to camp should have a lock. 
�  No skateboards or roller blades should be brought to camp. 
�  On swim days, each child should bring belongings in a clearly 

labeled bag. (please do not share bags with siblings) 
 
We do have a Lost and Found.  Please talk to a counselor or camp 
Director if something is lost.   
 

Lunch 
 

Monday - Friday Summer Fun participants will need to bring non-
perishable lunch and drink.  Please send their lunch in a small cooler 
clearly marked with their name and group number.   
 

Exception:  On field trip days please bring a sack lunch.  Drinks will be 
provided by the camp.  On occasions where lunch is provided parents will 
be notified beforehand, such as at the Camp Carnival, specific field trips 
and camp BBQs. 
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ARRIVAL & DEPARTURE PROCEDURES  
 

Arrival  
Every Summer Fun Day Camp participant MUST be signed in by their 
parent/guardian every morning.  If a child has permission to walk or ride 
their bike to camp they must sign in and out and the parent/guardian must 
have signed the authorization form.   
 

At Blanchette:  SIGN IN is inside Memorial Hall.   
At Wapelhorst:  SIGN IN is inside the Gould Building.  
 

Departure 
Every Summer Fun Day Camp participant MUST be signed out in the 
evening.  If a child has permission to walk or ride their bike to camp they 
must sign in and out and the parent/guardian must have signed the 
authorization form. Please bring your photo I.D. with you to sign your child 
out.  
 
Summer Fun Day Camps 
Campers who are only enrolled in Summer Fun Day Camp will be ready 
for pick up in front of the building(s) at approximately 2:55 p.m. every 
day. Each group leader will have the sign out sheet.   
 
Sunset Camp 
Sunset Camp campers will be separated from these campers.  They will 
need to be signed out from the PM Site Assistant who will be stationed 
inside or by the buildings. 
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Rainy Day Procedures 
In case of rain, sign out for campers who are only in the Summer Fun 
Camp will be in the building(s). You must enter the building to sign them 
out.  
 

Authorization for Pick-Up Form   
This form is used if someone that is not on your form will be picking up 
your child. Please inform your counselor and add that person to your 
form.  We will not let any child leave the park grounds with anyone that 
is not authorized until we have contacted the parent/guardian. A child 
may not add them to their list. 
 

Early Pick Up Form  
If your child is being picked up early, this form must be filled out and 
turned in the morning of early pickup. Please take note of the field trip 
times. 
*Staff members will be available to provide assistance. 
 

Special Check out procedures (as of June 17, 2004) 
3:00 p.m. and After Care Pickups:  
If a child is being picked up by someone other than a known 
parent/guardian (mother, father or sibling) or a parent is picking up a 
child other than their own, Staff will be required to do the following:   

1) ask who the person is 
2) ask for picture identification  
3) verify that person is listed on the consent waiver 
    form to pick this child up.  

 

If this person is not listed on the consent waiver form, parents and/or 
guardian must be contacted to verify this person is allowed to take the 
child. In order to limit any confusion please add people to the consent 
waiver as soon as possible. 
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Pick Up Locations 
At both camps, the children being picked up at 3:00 p.m. are separated 
from the children who are in after care.  
3:00 p.m. pick up parents should not have to retrieve their children from 
the playground unless their child(ren) is (are) enrolled in Sunset Camp 
and they come early to pick them up. Please use the early pickup form 
whenever possible so we can have your child ready for you.   
Regular camp Campers should be ready by 2:55 p.m. unless a field trip 
runs long.  You may call the hotline number to find out if a field trip is 
running late at 636-949-3376. 
 
Pick Up at Wapelhorst 
The children being picked up at 3:00 p.m. will be under the pavilion with 
their belongings ready to go. The counselors (or designated 
representative) will have the clip boards ready to sign out children at the 
pavilion. Children are to remain at the pavilion until 3:15 p.m. At this 
time the children are then taken to after care and late pick up procedures 
will be followed. Make sure you sign your child out and you walk them to 
the car.  They will not be allowed to go to the car by themselves. 
 
Pick Up at Blanchette 
The children being picked up at 3:00 p.m. will be at the grassy area near 
the parking lot of Memorial Hall. The counselors (or designated 
representative) will have the clip boards ready to sign out children in this 
area. Children are to remain in this area until 3:15 p.m. At this time the 
children are then taken to after care and late pick up procedures will be 
followed. Make sure you sign your child out and you walk them to the 
car.  They will not be allowed to go to the car by themselves.

Late Arrivals  
If your child arrives late (after 9:30) at either camp please accompany 
him/her to the Camp Director's office. If camp is on a field trip we will 
not have anyone to supervise your child and they may not stay with the 
director.  Please make sure you pick up a newsletter at the beginning of 
the week so you will know the fieldtrip days and times. 
 

Blanchette is in Memorial Hall using the entrance facing the playground. 
Wapelhorst is in the Gould Building up stairs. 
 

If camp is not on a field trip the director will help you sign in.  Your child 
will then be accompanied to their respective group by a staff member.  
Staff will always try to keep the message board updated informing you of 
where the camp is currently located.  (Activity Station, Pool, Field Trip, 
etc.) 
 

Late Pick-up Policy 
We at Summer Fun Day Camp realize that delays are going to occur but 
in order to ensure staff coverage for these delays we will charge a late 
pick-up fee.  
 

*Blanchette & Wapelhorst Camps end at 3:00 p.m., if not signed up for 
Sunset Camp.  
*Sunset Camp ends at 6:00 p.m. 
 

Late fees begin at 3:15 p.m. for Blanchette and Wapelhorst camps and 
6:05 p.m. for Sunset Camp.  The charge will be $15.00 for each 15 
minutes thereafter.  This charge must be paid that evening or first thing the 
next morning, or the child will not be accepted into camp.  If you know you 
are going to be late, make other arrangements for you child to be picked 
up.  After three late pick-ups, we will begin our dismissal process of your 
child from camp. 
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SWIMMING 
 

-Blanchette swim days are typically Tuesday, Wednesday, and Friday. 
 
-Wapelhorst swim days are typically Wednesday, Thursday, and Friday. 
 
This is due to different field trip days for the various age groups.  Please 
review the weekly news letter to confirm the swim days in case of any 
changes.   
 
Children will be rotating to the pool in three groups this year.  Each 
group will be at the pool for a one hour period each day.  We feel that by 
decreasing the number of campers at the pool at a time, we will be 
increasing the amount of actual “pool time” and providing a safer, more 
structured environment. 
 

Younger campers will be swimming from 12pm-1pm. 
Middle age campers will be swimming from 1pm-2pm. 
Older campers will be swimming 1:30pm-2:30pm. 
 

Children will not be required to swim, but we do ask that they remain 
seated around the pool area until the session is completed.  Children may 
bring money to buy snacks with; however, they are to be responsible for 
it themselves. 
 

Day camp children are identified with a bright orange wristband while at 
the pool.  Staff is also stationed around the pool for added safety. 
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What the Campers Need for Swim Days 
--Please send participants dressed in her/his swimming attire under their 
outfit.  You may send dry clothes for them to change into.  
--We also ask that each child (not family) has his or her own swim bag 
(plastic grocery bags -clearly labeled are perfect!).   
--Each camper should bring a clearly labeled towel to use at the pool 
--We are requesting that each child have their own sunscreen sent with 
them each day.  We would like you to send the PUMP or CONTINUOUS 
SPRAY variety.  This will help us apply the sunscreen more quickly and 
efficiently.  Please be sure to label the sunscreen with your child’s name.  
Also make sure you discuss the proper use of the spray sunscreen to your 
child, they should not be spraying other campers with the sunscreen since 
it may cause eye injuries.   
 

SWIM LESSONS 
For those parents whose children are in instructional swimming lessons, 
please make arrangements through the Park Office. We will take them to 
and from the pool.  We ask that you only sign them up for the 9:40 a.m. 
lessons.  Your child will miss their lesson on any day that camp has a field 
trip.

FIELD TRIPS  
Your child (ren) is automatically registered for any field trip in the 
week(s) they are registered for camp.  If you do not wish for them to 
attend the field trip that week you must arrange for other 
accommodations for that day.  They may not stay at camp.  A camp 
director or other age group leader may not supervise your child.   
 
In addition, the children will occasionally take walking trips to nearby 
facilities (fire station, Lyons, Jaycee Park, etc.) and to Downtown St. 
Charles with sufficient supervision.  Parent volunteers are occasionally 
needed and you may sign up at registration or at camp. 
Parents who volunteer for field trips will be in charge of a group of 
children, acting as a staff member. Please do not bring in other children 
who are not enrolled in camp

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CAMP CURRICULUM  
A camp curriculum has been developed to ensure that your child has a 
well rounded experience at Day Camp.  We want each camper to 
experience a variety of activities.  Camp curriculum includes a wide 
range of activities including:  Crafts, Sports & Games, Cooking, Team 
Building, Science, Nature, Art, Fitness, Music, Drama, Service Projects & 
Activities, Playground Time, Free Play, Pool Time, Structured Water 
Activities, Field Trips, and weekly assemblies. 
 

Your camper will be traveling to a variety of stations throughout the day 
in order to experience all of the different activities.  They will see a 
variety of counselors and be switching activities on a frequent basis in the 
hopes that the campers will maintain a high level of interest throughout 
the entire day. 
 

We are also planning on having a weekly assembly to showcase some of 
the things that we have accomplished throughout the week.  More 
information will be coming home in the newsletters each week. 
 

CAMP SAFETY 
 

Emergency Contacts 
Situations (accidents, late departures, etc.) occur in which parents cannot 
always be available.  It is very important that reliable emergency contacts 
are always available during the hours of the Program.  PLEASE FILL 
OUT A CONSENT WAIVER FORM ON EACH CHILD.  We require 
two emergency names and phone numbers be given.  If at any time the 
emergency contacts change or you need to add additional contacts, please 
inform the Camp Director. 
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Medication 
Any child taking medication of any kind must be capable of administering it on 
his/her own.  All medications will be turned into the Camp Director.  Children 
must come to the office to get their own medication.  UNDER NO 
CIRCUMSTANCES WILL ANY STAFF PERSONNEL BE ALLOWED TO 
DISTRIBUTE ANY MEDICATION TO ANY CHILD AT ANY TIME .   If it is 
necessary for your child to take medication, please consult the Camp Director at 
the beginning of that session. 
 

Head Lice 
If your child has head lice they will be sent home and not allowed to return to the 
camp until they are nit free as per state guidelines. 
 

First Aid  
Minor scrapes & cuts (which require a regular band-aid) are taken care of at camp 
and are not documented. Other, more serious, first aid situations are logged and 
parents are informed. 
 

Threatening Weather 
Our camp is a rainy day camp, meaning we do not close our doors if threatening 
weather approaches.  In the event of sudden inclement weather:  Camp at 
Blanchette will seek shelter in Memorial Hall; Camp at Wapelhorst will take 
shelter in the Gould Building. 
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PAYMENT  
 
Please do not forget payment deadlines as listed. Payments for Day Camp 
and/or Sunrise/Sunset Camps are due the Wednesday before the next week of 
camp. This is so rosters properly reflect all enrollees when they are printed on 
Friday mornings. If you have not made your payment by the deadline, 
rosters will be incomplete and incorrect and your child may not be listed 
properly.

Payment Policy 
Anyone making regularly scheduled or late payments must do so at the 
Parks Department main office in Blanchette Park, by mail or by phone. 
This is according to department policy. No counselor or director can take 
checks or money for camp. 
 
The office is open Monday - Friday from 8:00 a.m. - 5:00 p.m. A drop slot is 
also available for evening and weekends as long as payment is check or 
money order. The Parks Department also accepts MasterCard or Visa over the 
phone during regular office hours and online at www.stcharlesparks.com. 
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Payment Exceptions 
The only exceptions to this rule for staff to accept payments are the 
following: 
 
1)   MONDAY MORNINGS OF THE CAMP WEEK 
Parents are late with their payments and must make payment before their child 
can attend camp as requested by the Parks Department. Late payments can be 
for either camp or sunrise/sunset camp. 
 
2)   Parents are utilizing sunrise or sunset camp after the camp week has 
started and need to pay for this service.
