Off-leash Canine Recreation Area
Please Enjoy Your Parks and Help Keep Them Clean!

Owners are legally responsible for their dogs and any injuries or damage caused by their dogs
No aggressive dogs

All dogs must be spayed or neutered

No puppies under 4 months of age

No animals other than dogs
No ill or injured dogs
No food, dog treats, rawhide, or glass containers
Limit of three dogs per person in the off-leash area

Pinch, spike and choke collars must be removed prior to entering the fenced off-leash area
No children under the age of 8

Owners must clean up after their dogs

Dogs must remain on a leash while entering and exiting the dog park

Owners must carry a leash at all times and closely supervise their dogs

Dogs must be under voice control at all times

Never leave your dogs unattended
Owners must be prepared to show license and immunization records

Owners must stop dogs from digging and must fill any holes caused by their dogs
Professional trainers may not use off-leash area for conduct of their business without approval

No climbing on or over the fence

No bicycles, skateboards, roller skates or blades, or any motorized devices except wheelchairs
