9.  Our day at the State House included 
meetings with Representative Carl Bearden, 
Representative Tom Dempsey and Senator 
Chuck Gross.

Taylor Slattery was our best spokesperson for 
the Youth of America to express our top 
priority of Parks as Safe Havens.  We have 
asked our legislators to help by supporting 
House Bill 1258 and Senate Bill 721 which 
makes distribution of a controlled substance 
within 2000 feet of a park a Class A Felony just 
as the protection granted to Schools.  Just as the 
other children in our community, Taylor visits 
the City Parks frequently to play soccer, swim 
or picnic with her family.  These children need 
the expanded protection from drugs in our 
Parks, just as they receive while at school, 
creating a safe environment.

The St. Charles Parks and Recreation Board 
will continue to watch this piece of legislation 
and follow up with our State Legislators to 
ensure we are keeping the City Parks safe for 
all visitors.
